WHEREAS, the Crawford County Zoning Ordinance currently provides for a number of these zoning decisions; and

WHEREAS, amendment of the Zoning Ordinance shall commence with a resolution of intent to amend the Zoning Ordinance

followed by publications of the notice of hearing subject to public input;
