SPECIAL REVENUE FUND NO. 0047 (County Attorney Fund) 

WHEREAS, Crawford County has determined the need to establish a special revenue fund for accounting purposes             

and for the purposes of depositing revenues and paying expenditures for the County Attorney Collections after Threshold. 

Threshold of $50,000 per Fiscal Year needs to be met before revenues will be recognized in this fund. 

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the County Attorney Fund – Special Revenue Fund No. 0047, be and is hereby established    

as of May 03, 2022. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that interest shall accrue to said fund as is normally allocated and computed by the Crawford 

County Treasurer.
