years 2030 and 2050, respectively; and

WHEREAS, the Crawford County Board of Supervisors, after consulting with the Crawford County Engineer, desires to participate in a

joint SS4A grant to develop and receive an eligible Action Plan for Crawford County.

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF CRAWFORD COUNTY that this County does hereby
request to be included in the statewide SS4A grant to develop Actions Plans for all 99 counties in lowa.
