PLANNING STUDY
WHEREAS, The Board of Supervisors of Crawford County, 1A is partnering with the City of Denison on a planning grant application to the United States
Department of Transportation (USDOT) under the Reconnecting Communities Pilot Program (RCP), and,
WHEREAS, The Board of Supervisors of Crawford County, 1A finds that said project would be in the best interest of Crawford County, and,
WHEREAS, the total preliminary cost estimate for this project is $120,000, and,
WHEREAS, the RCP grant request would be in the amount of $100,000, and,
IT ISHEREBY RESOLVED BY THE CRAWFORD COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS THAT:
1. The Board of Supervisors endorses the RCP Application to be submitted by the City of Denison, entitled “Reconnecting Denison” to fund a planning
study that seeks community input and proposes solutions for a safe, cohesive, connected non-motorized transportation network that provides access to

essential services, education, employment and recreation for all residents.
2. Staff will negotiate the match amount with the City of Denison not to exceed $3,500.00
